     Schedules of Reinforcement

Continuous reinforcement (CRF) 
Every occurrence of the response is reinforced (e.g.,

flipping up a light switch, pressing the lever on a paper

towel dispenser).

Fixed Ratio (FR)

The reinforcer is given after the subject makes a certain number of responses, and this number stays the same from one reinforcement to the next (e.g., piecework pay).

_____________________________________________________ Variable Ratio (VR)

The reinforcer is given after the subject makes a certain number of responses, and this number varies randomly  from one reinforcement to the next (e.g., playing a slot machine or any other game of chance).
